Dear Riders and Parents, 
 
 Once again, SHOREHAM BMX has been invited to march in the Rocky Point           
ST. PATRICK’S DAY PARADE on SUNDAY, MARCH 9. (Raindate will be Sunday, March 
16.)  The parade starts in Miller Place on Rte. 25A at 1:00 p.m. and ends on Broadway in Rocky 
Point. 
 
 We would ask that all riders wishing to participate be in full racing gear, including bikes 
and helmets.  Parents are also more than welcomed to march with us.  We will meet at our 
assigned position which is South of Rte. 25A on Harrison Avenue. (There is a light at that 
corner.)  Participants should arrive no later than 12:00 p.m.  Any later than this and those 
wanting to drive through to Rocky Point will find it very difficult, if not impossible since Rte. 
25A will be closed to traffic around 12:00 p.m. 
 
 It’s only a few short weeks until the track will be opened.  Work parties which will start 
at 9:00 a.m. are scheduled for the following SATURDAYS –MARCH 29, APRIL 5, 12 and 19.  
Parent and rider volunteers are needed and we hope you will be able to donate just a few hours of 
your time to help us get the track ready.  Any help you can give will be appreciated.  (Leaf 
blowers, rakes, and lawnmowers are welcome equipment!!!)    If you have any questions 
concerning the work parties or will be able to help, please give Ron or Diane Harter (981-9674) a 
call.  If the weather is doubtful, you can call the track at 821-5569 for a recorded message. 
  
 To start off this season, we will be holding a “Practice Session” on Sunday, April 20th 
from 10:00 am until approximately 2:00 pm.  During this time we will be glad to renew licenses 
and register new riders.  (REMEMBER…IF YOU ARE UNDER 18 YEARS OF AGE, THE 
LICENSE APPLICATION MUST BE SIGNED BY A PARENT!!!) Our 1st Race Day will take 
place on Sunday, April 27th.. Remember – Registration is from 10:00 – 11:00 a.m. and racing 
starts as 12 noon.
